EXCELLENT GROWING CONPITIONS FOR THE GREATEST OF ALL WHITE WINE GRAPES; RIESLING. WINES FROM
WINNINGER HAMM ARE KNOWN FOR THEIR GREAT MINERALITY, SINCE RIESLING VINES ROOT MANY METERS

INTO THE SLATEY GROUND AND ABSCRB ITS MINERALS. MOREOVER, THE WINES ARE VERY ELEGANT AND
